Electron in orbit round a nucleus in an atom








Photon absorbed. The electron is excited and rises to a higher energy level (shell).








The electron falls back to its original energy level and a photon of electromagnetic radiation is emitted. The bigger the drop the greater the energy difference and the shorter wavelength the radiation has (blue light).
